How does this passage build your 
understanding of God’s sovereignty? What does this passage say 
our response should be to the truths of God (v. 8). Is that true of 
your life?

 

Read Colossians 1:15-20. What does this passage say about Christ? 
How does a deeper understanding of Jesus’s sovereignty impact 
your thinking about the world?

 

Job 42:2. Do you believe that God can do all things and no plans of 
His can be thwarted? Does your life reflect that? What are practical 
ways we can address our worry and anxiety based on the truths of 
this verse?

 

Read Ephesians 1:11. Do you believe you were chosen by God? 
What purpose has God given to you in your life? How does knowing 
you were chosen by God for a purpose motivate you to live? Or 
does it not…and if not why? What are some ways that you can live 
intentionally this week as one chosen by God with a purpose?
